Additionally you have to pay tuition fees of EUR 363.36 (three hundred sixty three euro thirty six) 
and an ÖH Beitrag (Austrian National Union of Students’ fee)of EUR 17.- (seventeen euro) per 
semester [status of 2011]. 
 

In order to apply for a residence permit the applicants will have to present certain documents to 
the Austrian representative where they submit their application. According to the Austrian 
Exchange Server www.oead.at each applicant has to present: 
 

Proof of financial means to finance their stay: for students up to 24 years at least EUR 438.17 per 
month, for older students at least EUR 793.40 per month; e.g. a savings account or a bank account 
at an Austrian bank or a declaration of guarantee (Haftungserklärung) of a person living in Austria 
or proof of purchase of traveller’s cheques for the necessary amount or a confirmation of the 
award of a scholarship/grant; if the costs for accommodation exceed EUR 246.80/month, you have 
to prove additional funds. 
 

 

Please note that there may also be other considerable costs in the beginning of your studies, 
such as fee for the residence permit and deposit fee for the room (have enough cash with you 
at arrival).
